UPIS I PRIJAVA KORISNIKAZ/AUTORA

Autor se na internetskim stranicama ¢asopisa mora
upisati (registrirati) kao korisnik. Autor odabire
korisni¢ko ime i lozinku te unosi svoje osobne po-
datke. Korisni¢ko ime i lozinku autor koristi da bi
pristupao stranicama c¢asopisa, prijavio rukopis te u
svakome trenutku imao uvid u stanje svoga rukopi-
sa u uredivackome postupku.

Korisnik se u sustav prijavljuje (logira) uno$enjem
korisnickog imena i lozinke. Nakon prijave otvara
se prozor “Korisnicka” s poveznicama (linkovima)
“Autor” i, dalje, “Zapocnite prijavu priloga”.
Opsirne upute za predaju priloga nalaze se na inter-
netskim stranicama ¢asopisa.

ROK ZA PREDAJU RUKOPISA

SUBMISSION OF MANUSCRIPTS

The journal Opuscula archaeologica uses Open
Journal Systems 2.2.2.0, open-source journal man-
agement and publishing software developed, sup-
ported, and freely distributed under GNU (General
Public License) by the Public Knowledge Project
(http://pkp.sfu.ca/). Under this system, contributors
upload their files containing texts and accompany-
ing materials on the journal’s Web-site themselves.

ENROLMENT AND REGISTRATION
OF USERS/AUTHORS

Authors must register as users on the journal’s Web
site. Authors must choose usernames and pass-
words and enter their personal data. Authors then
use their usernames and passwords to access the
journal’s Web pages, submit manuscripts and at all
times track the status of their manuscript during
the editorial process.

Users log in by entering their usernames and
passwords. After they log in, the “User” window
opens, containing the links “Author” and “Begin
submission”.

Detailed instructions on submitting materials can
be found on the journal’s Web site.

SUBMISSION DEADLINE

Manuscripts intended for publication in the journal
Opuscula archaeologica are accepted throughout
the calendar year. Manuscripts received by the last
working day of November of the current calendar
year (e.g. 2009) will be deemed contributions for
publication in the volume for the subsequent cal-
endar year (e.g. for 2010). Manuscripts submitted
after the last working day in November (e.g. 2009)
will be deemed contributions for publication in the
next volume (e.g. for 2011).
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OBLIK RUKOPISA

Rukopisi koji oblikom ne zadovoljavaju ovdje izlo-
zene kriterije vracat Ce se na doradu.

Rukopis mora sadrzavati:
1. Zasebnu Word-datoteku naslovljenu Sadrzaj,

2. Zasebnu Word-datoteku s tekstom c¢lanka
naslovljenu imenom i prezimenom autora,

3. Zasebne slikovne priloge.

Word-datoteke pisu su slogom Times New Roman, s
veli¢inom slova 12 i dvostrukim proredom. Predaju
se u $to jednostavnijem obliku, u najvecoj mjeri va-
lja izbjegavati uredivacke zahvate na rukopisu:

FORM OF MANUSCRIPTS

Manuscripts which do not meet the criteria speci-
fied below will be returned for modification.

Each manuscript must contain:

1. A separate Word file entitled “Contents”

2. A separate Word file containing the text of the
article; the file-name must be the author’s name
and surname

3. Separate files containing illustrations

The Word-file must be written in Times New
Roman font, font-size 12 and double line spacing.
The manuscript must be submitted in the simplest
possible form, avoiding to the greatest possible ex-
tent any editorial interventions in the manuscript:
+ do not use the “Styles and Formatting” of-
fered by Word,
+ do not use the “Tab” key,
+ only use the “Enter” key to separate chapters/
sections,
+ use the space key only to make spaces be-
tween words.

1. SEPARATE WORD FILE ENTITLED
“CONTENTS”

The file must contain a clear overview of the con-
tents of the manuscript, the chapters/sections, and
the title and sub-title of each individual chapter.

2. SEPARATE WORD FILE CONTAINING TEXT
OF ARTICLE; FILE-NAME MUST BE AUTHOR'S
NAME AND SURNAME

The file must contain the title of the manuscript,
information on the author(s), a summary, key
words, the text of the article, a list of abbreviations,
a list of literary sources, bibliography and a list of
illustrations.

MANUSCRIPT TITLE

The title of the manuscript must be at the top of the
first page and written in uppercase letters.

DATA ON THE AUTHOR/CO-AUTHORS

Must have the following form:

City of institution

TEKST CLANKA

Citiranje slikovnih priloga koji prate tekst

Na slikovne priloge koji prate tekst autor se poziva u
zagradama u kojima je navedena oznaka slikovnoga
priloga i njegov redni broj: slika (sl. 1), karta (kar-
ta 1), tablica (tab. 1), tabla (T. 1), kataloska jedinica
(kat. br. 1).

Pri pozivanju na jedan od viSe predmeta s istoga
slikovnog priloga (primjerice nalazi na tablama s
materijalom ili polozaji na tlocrtima ili kartama) iza
broja slikovnoga priloga stavlja se dvotocka i navodi
broj detalja: slika (sl. 5: 7), karta (karta 2: 1), tabla
(T.1: 1).

Pri pozivanju na vise predmeta s jednoga slikovnog
prikaza brojevi detalja medusobno se razdvajaju za-
rezom: (T. 1: 1, 3, 7-10).

Pri pozivanju na vise predmeta s vise slikovnih pri-
loga slikovni se prilozi medusobno razdvajaju toc-
kom-zarezom: (T. 1: 1, 3, 7-10; T. 2: 7-9, 11).

Citiranje literature

Opuscula archaeologica prati harvardski sustav na-
vodenja bibliografskih izvora. Bibliografske se jedi-
nice stoga navode unutar teksta, u zagradama na-
kon citiranoga podatka. Navode se prezime autora i
godina izdanja djela (koja od prezimena nije odvoje-
na zarezom), a zatim slijede dvotocka i broj stranice:
Tekst... (Frank 1916: 691).

Pri citiranju vi$e djela istog autora nije potrebno po-
navljati autorovo prezime, nego se pojedina njego-
va djela razdvajaju tockom-zarezom. U tom slucaju
djela se redaju kronoloski:

Tekst... (Keller 1982: 592; 1988: 193).

Dvije bibliografske jedinice ili vise njih razdvajaju
se tockom-zarezom i treba ih poredati kronoloski:
Tekst... (Frank 1916: 691; Gordon 1931: 69; Rawson
1966: 82).

Pri citiranju suautorskih djela vise od dvaju auto-
ra u zagradama nije potrebno nabrajati sve suau-
tore, nego se uz prezime prvoga stavlja naznaka et
al., primjerice suautori M. Sanader, D. Ton¢ini¢ i L.
Ozani¢ (2004) navode se ovako:

Tekst... (Sanader et al. 2004).

SUMMARY

The summary must be limited to 150-200 words.

KEY WORDS

There may be no more than ten key words.

TEXT OF ARTICLE

Citation of illustrations used in the text

[lustrations in the text are to be cited in parenthe-
sis containing designation of the illustration and its
number: illustrations (Fig. 1), maps (Map 1), tables
(Tab. 1), plates (P. 1), catalogue units (cat. no. 1).

If the text cites to one or more items in a single illus-
tration (e.g., items on plates with materials or posi-
tions on ground-plans or maps), place a colon after
the illustration number and specify the number of
such detail: illustration (Fig. 5: 7), map (Map 2: 1),
plate (P. 1: 1).

If the text cites several items in a single illustration,
place a colon after the illustration number and spec-
ify the numbers of such details, divided by commas
and dashes: (P. 1: 1, 3, 7-10).

If the text refers to several items in several illustra-
tions, the illustrations should be separated by semi-
colons: (P. 1: 1, 3, 7-10; P. 2: 7-9, 11).

Citation of references

Opuscula archaeologica adheres to the Harvard
system of citations for bibliographic sources.
Bibliographic entries are therefore cited within the
text, in parenthesis after the cited data. Specify the
author’s name, the publication date (not separated
from the name by a comma) and then a colon and
the page number:

Text... (Frank 1916: 691);

while different works by the same author are sep-
arated by a semi-colon. In this case the works are
listed chronologically:

Text... (Keller 1982: 592; 1988: 193).

Two or more bibliographic entries are separated by
semi-colons and are listed chronologically:

Text... (Frank 1916: 691; Gordon 1931: 69; Rawson
1966: 82).

If the cited work has more than two authors, it is
not necessary to cite the names of all authors in
parenthesis, rather just the first author followed by
et al., for example, the co-authors M. Sanader, D.
Ton¢ini¢ and I. Ozanié¢ (2004) are cited as follows:

Text... (Sanader et al. 2004).
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Citirana biljeska (fusnota), slikovni prilog i sl. na-
vode se uz stranicu na kojoj se nalaze, odvojeni
zarezom:

Citiranje antickih izvora
Anticke izvore valja citirati sukladno kraticama na-
vedenima u Oxford Classical Dictionary.

POPIS KRATICA

U Popisu kratica objasnjene su kratice koje se rabe
u tekstu ¢lanka i u Literaturi:

CIL

Corpus Inscriptionum Latinarum, Berlin.

Kracdenje naslova i naziva ¢asopisa u Literaturi u
najvecoj mjeri valja izbjegavati. Predlazemo da se
krate naslovi samo onih ¢asopisa koji se u Literaturi
javljaju ucestalo.

POPIS LITERATURE

Literatura se navodi po abecedi, na kraju teksta.
Navode se prezime autora i godina izdanja — dakle
podatak iz zagrada unutar teksta — a zatim u novo-
me redu potpun bibliografski podatak.

Prezimena dvaju suautora povezuju se znakom
&: Potrebica & Loznjak Dizdar. Kod vise od dva-
ju suautora primjenjuje se ovo rjeSenje: Kirigin,
Katunari¢ & Skelac.

Kod kolektivnih monografija (npr. zbornika sim-
pozija) iza urednikova prezimena u zagradi se
stavlja pokrata ed., za vise urednika eds.

Nazivi monografija i ¢asopisa pisu se kurzivom
(italikom), a naslovi ¢lanaka u navodnicima (ovog
oblika: “”).

Radovi izvorno pisani nelatini¢cnim pismima
(npr. ¢irilicom) mogu se donijeti na latinici,
transliterirano.

Mjesto izdanja navodi se i kod monografija i kod
casopisa. Bududi da je Opuscula dvojezicna, a bi-
bliografija jedinstvena, valja navoditi izvorna ime-
na mjesta izdanja: Wien (ne Be¢), Roma (ne Rim)
isl

Izdavac se ne navodi.

Navedene stranice u knjizi ili ¢asopisu povezuju se
crtom, ne crticom: 33-55 (ne 33-55).

Citation of a note (footnote), illustration, etc. is
done with the page number on which it can be
found, separated by a comma:

Text... (Wilkes 1969: 126, n. 1; Patsch 1994: 51,
Fig. 34).

Citation of ancient sources

Ancient sources should in the text be quoted ac-
cording to abbreviations from the Oxford Classical
Dictionary.

LIST OF ABBREVIATIONS

The List of Abbreviations should explain the abbre-
viations used in the text itself and in the reference
list:
CIL

Corpus Inscriptionum Latinarum, Berlin.

The abbreviation of titles and journals should be
avoided to the greatest possible extent in the bib-
liography/reference list. We suggest abbreviation
of only those journals that appear frequently in the
reference list.

BIBLIOGRAPHY

The Bibliography comes at the end of the text, list-
ing works in alphabetical order. They are cited by the
author’s surname following by the year of publica-
tion — thus, the data from the parentheses in the text
itself — followed by the complete bibliographic data.

The names of two authors are connected by the
symbol “&”: Potrebica & Loznjak Dizdar. For more
than two authors, the following style is used: Kirigin,
Katunari¢ & Skelac.

In case of collective monographs, such as proceed-
ings from a symposium, after the editor’s name place
the abbreviation “ed” and “eds. for several editors.

The titles of monographs are written in Italics, while
the titles of articles are placed inside quotations
marks (of this form “”).

Works originally written in a non-Latin script (e.g.
Cyrillic) may be written in Latin script, transliterated.

The place of publication is specified for both mono-
graphs and journals. Since Opuscula is bilingual, but
the bibliographies are the same regardless, please
cite the original names of places of publication:
Wien instead of Vienna, Roma instead of Rome, etc.

The publisher is not cited.

Cited pages in a book or journal are connected by a
dash rather than a hyphen: 33-55 (not 33-55).

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POPIS SLIKOVNIH PRILOGA

Na kraju teksta mora se nalaziti popis slikovnih pri-
loga s kratkim opisom i naznaCenim autorstvom.
Pri oznacavanju slikovnih priloga autor se opredje-
ljuje za jednu od Cetiriju kategorija — slika, tablica,
tabla ili karta.

Kao slika oznacavaju se slikovni prilozi (crtezi i fo-
tografije) koji prate tekst ¢lanka.

Kao tablica oznacavaju se graficki i tabli¢ni prilozi
koji prate tekst ¢lanka.

Kao tabla oznacavaju se slikovni prilozi (u pravilu
crtezi nalaza) koji dolaze na kraj ¢lanka.

Karte (zemljovidi) u pravilu prate tekst ¢lanka.

Ako je slikovni prilog preuzet iz objavljene literatu-
re, navodi se njegova bibliografska jedinica:

3. ZASEBNI SLIKOVNI PRILOZI

LIST OF ILLUSTRATIONS

A list of illustrations with a brief description should
be placed at the end of the text. When designating
illustrations, authors must opt for one of four cat-
egories: Figure, Map, Table or Plate.

A figure is any pictorial item (drawings and photo-
graphs) in the text of the article.

A table is any chart or table in the text of the article.

A plate is a pictorial enclosure (usually sketches/
drawings of finds) which comes at the end of the
article.

A map is generally included in the text of an article.

If an illustration is taken from a published source,
then its bibliographic entry must be cited:

Figure 1. Opus incertum (Sui¢ 1976: 108).

If an illustration was made for the needs of the sub-
mitted manuscript, its author and year of creation
must be specified:

Map 1. Location of necropolis at Zvonimirovo in
Podravina (by: M. Dizdar, 2004).

Table 1. Components of Roman military gear from
Gardun (drawing by: B. Pender, 2004,).

If an illustration is the property of an institution, the
institution allowing its use should be cited:

Figure 1. Lower half of the stela of the Attius fam-
ily in a drawing by 1. Danilo (Trogir City Museum
Archives).

If an illustration shows an item stored in an institu-
tion, the name of this institution and its inventory
number under which it is stored in said institution
should be cited:

Figure 1. Photograph of a Salona mould depicting a
gladiator, Archaeological Museum in Split, inv. no.
A 826 (photograph: Z. Buljevié, 2003).

3. SEPARATE ILLUSTRATIONS

lustrations shall mean drawings, photographs
(slides, negatives and photographs), maps, charts
and tables.

[lustrations must be submitted as separate files in
JPEG (.jpg) or TIFF (.tif) format. Manuscripts with
illustrations inserted into the Word file will not be
accepted.
