Applicants must: 
1) be enrolled in a recognized higher education program or affiliated with a research institute; 
2) have a basic knowledge of the Italian language; 
3) be born after March 31st, 1984. 

DEADLINE: 
Next deadline for sending applications is March 31st, 2020. 
 
STIPEND: 
The monthly scholarship amount is established in 750 euro. 
 
TO APPLY: 
Applicants must include the following documents: 

1) A research proposal that includes a description of their area of study; 
2) Two recommendation letters; 
3) A curriculum vitae;
